Louisiana Time and Attendance Tracking for Child Care - Nicole Geller (Program Manager, Affiliated Computer Systems (ACS), Inc., A Xerox Company)
Louisiana DSS will be implementing statewide electronic time and attendance tracking for Child Care.  This process will replace the time consuming processes associated with manual invoices and provide a more efficient method of payment.  Once the process is implemented, providers will be required to participate in the system in order to receive CCAP payments.

Upon implementation, parents or guardians will begin checking children in and out of child care by use of a point of service device with finger imaging or a landline telephone located at the provider’s facility.  The time of arrival and departure will be automatically transmitted to DSS as it occurs eliminating the need for providers to complete and submit paper invoices.  This process will allow payments to be issued more frequently – usually weekly.
